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Periodic study program evaluation 

Mandate for the external expert committee  
The external expert committee will receive an internal evaluation report from the study program and is on this basis asked to evaluate:  

· the study program’s relevancy for society and the labour market

· if the a good learning environment is facilitated
· the completion rate
· if the learning outcome descriptions are up-to-date and relevant

· if the academic content, teaching and learning forms, and the assessment methods facilitate the expected learning outcome
The primary task of the external committee is to evaluate the quality of the program propose possible actions for further quality enhancement. Specific strengths, weaknesses and areas of improvement should be addressed.
The expert committee may choose to evaluate areas outside the mandate if they find it relevant. The committee may also ask for additional documentation as needed.
